Delivered using a series
of tutor demonstrations and hands-on sessions on animal fissue, the course will infroduce to you the safe
basic surgical fechniques that are common to all surgical practices.

Handle commonly used surgical insfruments in a safe and effective manner; Create secure 'Reef' and
‘Surgeons' knofts; Pick up and safely drive a needle through tissue with accurate bite placement; Appreciate
the safe use of local anaesthesia; Perform an interrupted suture to close a wound; Demonstrate the steps
for excising a skin lesion under local anaesthesia; Excise a sebaceous cyst; Drain a superficial abscess;
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Perform basic techniques used for endoscopy, and; Understand the principles of using diathermy safely.
